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Gift Aid
Your gift can be worth more than 28 per cent extra due to government legislation for charitable giving.  Shimbwe Trust can claim back the tax you have already paid on your donations at no cost to you, if you fill in this form and send it back to us.

For every £10 you give, the Inland Revenue allows Shimbwe Trust to reclaim £2.82 in paid taxes.  If you pay tax at the higher rate, you can reclaim a further sum through your tax return.







Please notify us if you change your name or address while the declaration is in effect.  You must pay an amount of income tax and/or capital gains tax at least equal to the tax that Shimbwe Trust reclaims on your donations in the tax year (currently 28p for each £1 you give). 
If in the future your circumstances change and you no longer pay sufficient income tax or capital gains tax to cover Shimbwe Trust’s reclaims, please cancel your declaration by notifying Shimbwe Trust.  Your declaration will cease to apply to donations you make on or after the date of cancellation.
